Overview

A 1% hr session based around the publication ‘It's Your Move’ produced by Scripture Union.
This book is written to help children feel more confident about their move up to Secondary
School. The project begins with looking back at the time they have spent in their current
school and moves on to looking at new opportunities in their new school.

The project uses memory, circle time, whole class teaching and discussion.

Aims & objectives

1. To give the children in Year 6 a chance to remember some good times from their
current school.

2. To give them an opportunity to think deeper about the move to Secondary School.

3. To inform them of new subjects and get them excited about new opportunities.

4. To help them to know that they are not alone.

Part 1 — Looking Around
1. To explore positive words that describe their fellow classmates
Specific Activity: Writing
Skills being developed: Careful thought, team-building & positive self-image

Part 2 — Looking Back
1. To look back at the time spent at their current school and express their favourite memory
2. To think about being thankful for the time we have had together

Specific Activity: Writing/Poetry & Drawing

Skills being developed: Creative writing

Part 3 — Looking Forward
1. To explore what new experiences face you at Secondary School
2. Totry to focus on similarities, differences & challenges

Specific Activity: Class discussion & exploration

Skills being developed: Looking for positives

Part 4 — Hopes & Fears
1. To express our hopes & fears for the move
2. Tolook at ways we can overcome our fears
3. Tolearn a Bible verse and to explore how Christians believe that God is with us
wherever we are
Specific Activity: Circle Time
Skills being developed: Expressing your feelings
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
